Public Participation: 13
Mrs Rayner addressed the meeting regarding various health and safety concerns she has about Newton Park.


She believes the fact that dogs are allowed to run free in the dog walking area, could lead to a situation 

where a dangerous dog could jump over the wooden fence into the play area. She is also concerned that the 

toddler equipment is located too close to the zip wire and could lead to child getting injured. Additionally, 

Mr and Mrs Rayner believe that the location of the zip wire is a distraction to motorists on Newton Street.

Mr Hawley addressed the meeting regarding the use of Fairholme Road by Gressingham Farm traffic. Mr Hawley

stated that Fairholme Road is a private road and no cleaning or repairs are undertaken by NCC. He said that 

the overuse of the road by Gressingham Farm has left manure, mud and straw from overloaded trailers 

on the road There has been damage to the water meters at the entrance to the loke and damage to the 
road surface. He has been in contact with the farm owners many times but they have done nothing to ease 
the situation. Their solicitor has been in contact with Mr Hawley to say there has been a ‘Private Right of Way’ 
for East Farm since 1957 however they have been unable to provide any proof of this.  Mr Hawley asked the 
Parish Council for their support in resolving the situation.

Mr Roper explained that the first draft of the budget needs to be submitted at the end of the week however 
council members are still waiting on a decision as to whether the incinerator will go ahead. If it is decided 
that the incinerator is not going to happen, then an extra £26m will be required. The County Council are in 

the position of possibly cutting services that may not need to be cut if the incinerator goes ahead. There is 

the possibility of increasing the council tax by 1.99% however Mr Roper thinks this is unlikely.

It has been agreed that the budget will include extra funds for children’s services, personal budgets for the 

elderly and transport for 16-19 year olds.

Is was resolved that Mr Armstrong should look into screening options to reduce the visual impact of the zip wire and any possible distraction caused to drivers on Newton Street.

Maintenance of the WW1 memorial at St Faith Church/planting of poppies near the village signs – Various quotes have been obtained for the work. Mr Williams proposed and Mr Armstrong seconded that the council opts for the quote from Paul Miles Stonemasons (£250 + VAT). Clerk has applied for a grant however due to the large number of request prior to the centenary; any decision from the War Memorials Trust may take some time. Clerk to contact Paul Miles. The Council also thought that Mr Holness’ idea of planting Flanders poppies around the village sign was lovely and wish to thank him for his time.

Ivan Fishers letter regarding the naming of the new road was thoroughly discussed. It was decided that the road should not be named after any individual but rather be in keeping with the historic or environmental character of the area. Mr Williams proposed and Mr Coe seconded ‘Burrow Way’ and Mrs Collard proposed and Mr Armstrong seconded ‘Twining Walk’. It was resolved in a vote (5-4) that the road should be named ‘Burrow Way’
