Mrs Williamson letter regarding Newton Park  

Mr Armstrong responded to the points raised in Mrs Williamson’s letter.
· Firstly, Mr Armstrong said that the secretary of the St Faiths Community group responded to her initial letter as the Parish Council did not have the all the information required.

· The Parish Council sub-committee (Mr Wilks, Mr Cushing and Mrs McMillan) attended 3 separate meetings with St Faiths Community Group regarding Newton Park.

· The suggestion of screening off the Zip wire from the road was made by Mrs Collard. Prices were obtained for the next meeting however Mrs Williamson informed the council that this is not something she wanted. There was also a suggestion that the hedge could be left to go higher. Mrs Williamson maintains that the zip wire is a distraction to passing motorists.

· Mrs Rodgers suggested that a couple of the councillors meet Mrs Williamson and Mr and Mrs Rayner on location to discuss problems and possible fixes. 

· Sovereign have since come back to the St Faiths Community group with an updated price of £7500 to move the zip wire. 

· Mr Armstrong said that at no point did Sovereign discuss alterations to the original plans of the park until footings had been dug.

· Mr Armstrong and Mrs Williamson agreed that Sovereign should be at the location meeting as they should take some blame for not laying out the park to the advertised specifications.

· Mr Armstrong said that he thought Mr Matthewson should have been on the sub-committee as he had relevant experience due to his line of work.
· Mr Rayner and Mrs Williamson are still experiencing parking problems opposite their properties. Mr Rayner to ring Mr Cushing next time there is a problem and take photos.

· Clerk to contact highways regarding the drop kerb alongside Newton Park.

· Mr Williamson suggested that a speed hump be installed at the entrance to the park.

· Mr Armstrong said he no longer locks the gates overnight and is unable to find anyone to help out in doing so until the problems with Mrs Williamson are resolved.
· The dog walking area is to be discussed within the meeting at Newton Park.
