9. Norwich Airport Joint Consultative Committee Mr.Fidler gave a synopsis of the recent committee meeting with details of the level of flight activities. Work on the new engineering and test facilities would commence in the near future and there would be construction traffic entering and exiting the site via Bull Lane and Calf Lane. The Thomson aircraft being based at Norwich for additional holiday destinations would mean that flying could commence at 6.00 a.m. and continue to 11.00 p.m. from May to October.
10. Other Reports Mr.Emmerson had sent a report via Mr.Armstrong on Speedwatch. On two Fridays in succession they had been based in Newton Street and five vehicles had been reported. St.Faiths will next have the use of the SAM sign at the end of June. He also said that more volunteers were needed.

17. Site Allocations Mr.Cushing and Mr.Fortescue left the meeting for this item. The Council registered no objection to the employment area (Ref.PS37-02) on land between the A140 and West Farm or to the employment area to the west of Abbey Farm Commercial Park (Ref.PS37-03). After discussing the proposed residential allocation to the east of Manor Road (Ref.PS37-01) the Council agreed that they could not support it in it’s present form. The Council had no objection to residential development in principle but still favoured the earlier scheme (2011) with access via the Crown Garage site.

After a lengthy discussion it was agreed that the Clerk purchase a sign to be affixed to the right hand park gate indicating that cars could be parked on the grass for play area users only. Mr.Armstrong said that redundant signs from the crematorium were still to be received and would be erected opposite the homes of residents advising people not to park there.

Mr.Armstrong advised that he had arranged for Sovereign to attend an on site meeting on Wed.June 18th. at 8.00 a.m. It was agreed  that, circumstances permitting, Mr.Cushing, Mr.Fortescue, Mr.Wilks, Mr.Armstrong and Mrs.Rodgers would attend. Mr.Armstrong agreed to contact Sovereign and ask them to come a little later so that Councillors could meet with residents first and agree what points needed to be covered.  Mr.Armstrong said that Sovereign had agreed to install as a “goodwill” gesture additional swing equipment for approx. £1800 which equated to the remainder of grant monies.

The Council agreed to fund two delegates to a ROSPA training course for play equipment inspection. Clerk to obtain details for the next meeting.

The Council agreed that the notice relating to the dog walking area should be amended to state that dogs must be kept on a lead.

19. Mill Lane Signage Mrs.Hurst had written asking for a sign to indicate that no turning was possible for heavy vehicles in Mill Lane. The Clerk to write to NCC to see what is possible.

20. Mission Room  A letter from Rev.Rengert was read to the Council in which he expressed concern at the long term future of the Mission Room and the burden placed on himself and the wardens as Trustees. The Clerk was asked to reply that the Mission Room was the responsibility of the Church authorities and whilst they were sympathetic it was not the responsibility of the Parish Council. It was suggested that the Rector convene a meeting with all user groups to see if they could help with the running and upkeep of the property. The Pre-school group in particular were anxious to be assured of their long term future.
21. Correspondence The Planning Inspectorate had advised that a preliminary meeting to decide the examination process for the NDR would be held on June 2nd.
