Mr.Cushing and Mr.Roper sent apologies for late arrival. Mr.Woodcock opened the meeting.

a) Public Participation  Mr.P.Holness showed members the commemorative book which had been compiled by the church giving details of all those commemorated on the village memorial.






Members of the public voiced continued concern at the location of the zip wire at Newton Park and continued parking problems in that area. PC Dye advised that any issues of obstruction should be reported via 101 and any evidence and photographs should be sent to snthellesdonhorsford@norfolk.pnn.police.uk





Mrs.Willamson stated that she had not received a reply to her letters of Nov.13 and March 14. Mr.Woodcock apologised on behalf of the Council.
b) Police Report P.C.Dye reported that 7 incidents had been recorded in the parish during June. He briefed the Council on the various points made by Mr.& Mrs.Howard in a letter to be discussed under correspondence.
c) County Council and District Council Report  Mr.Roper said that NCC were studying the recent heavy flooding in parts of Norfolk to see what improvements were needed. Broadland were likely to introduce a licensing fee for static caravans which could impact on Newton Park.

7. Newton Park After a lengthy discussion on the merits of screening the zip wire platform and the quoted cost by Sovereign £1,038.07 this option was discounted. The cost quoted for moving the apparatus was £7,397.82 which was considered excessive and unaffordable. The Clerk was asked to research costs with alternative companies.

8. Newton Park Grounds Maintenance Consideration was given to three quotations and it was decided that the order should be placed with Norse at £738/annum as there were benefits in only one contractor being involved with the overall grounds maintenance of the area.

10. Financial Regulations The Clerk had tabled a draft to be considered in September. As an interim measure, clause 3.4 was approved giving the clerk authority to spend up to £250 on any emergency repairs.

11. Plan and Cheque arrangements during summer recess It was agreed that all minor planning applications would be circulated (via e-mail where possible) and a reply made after a suitable interval. Cheques for all pre-agreed expenditure could be raised and signed in the usual way and minuted at the next meeting.
12. Neighbourhood Plan Peter Woodcock felt that this could be an advantage to the parish. It was agreed to research further and possibly get someone from Broadland to brief the Council.

13. Correspondence 









A letter from Mrs.K.Williamson of 8 Newton Street stating that she had reported the conduct of the Chairman to the Monitoring Officer was noted.

Mr.& Mrs.Howard of 80 Newton Street had written on a number of issues relating to the use of the footpath through Middle farm, parking and untaxed vehicle issues in Newton Street and the business activities at the MiniFarm. The Clerk had written to all authorities concerned. PC Dye had commented earlier in the evening and the Clerk would summarise this and report back to Mrs.Howard. NCC had replied and he had copied this to Mrs.Howard. This confirmed the status of the path as a footpath only and that bicycles and horses were not permitted. Double yellow lines in Newton Street were very unlikely to be permissible. A reply from Broadland was awaited.
14. Clerk’s and Councillors’ reports 






J.Matthewson reported some unused or poorly cultivated allotments and strimming around swings on Newton Park was required.



B.Coe reported grass cutting required in the cemetery, Crown Road/Back Street footpath overgrown and leaning fence panels, and a number of other lesser matters listed to the Clerk.





P.Woodock said that the cemetery hedge needed cutting (J.Matthewson to liaise with N.Howe)








M.Rodgers raised concern at overhanging hedges on Manor Road

A.Armstrong said that weedkiller needed to be sprayed on bark chipped area at Newton Park. He also felt that there was grant money still to be spent at Newton Park but the Clerk said he had no substantial evidence for this. He would prepare a detailed account for the park and circulate to members.

R.Cushing reported cars repeatedly offered for sale on the verge at the entrance to Manor Road.








R.Scarff raised concerns at the overgrown state of part of the footpath between Mill Lane and Middle Farm – Clerk to check




Clerk reported that he had received an enquiry for a memorial plaque and angel in the cemetery and would be obtaining details.
