3. Minutes of the meeting on February 16th. were confirmed and signed.

4. Reports The Clerk reported that all allotment rents had been paid and there was one overgrown plot available at Blind Lane. He had chased Norse on staking the saplings at Newton Park. The overhanging hedge on Beck Lane had been cut by the owner and the West Lane hedge and Manor Road footpath had been referred to the highway rangers. Mrs.Nash had agreed to carry out the internal audit. The Blind Lane allotment gate had been repaired by Barry Coe at no cost to the Council. Cabling on Blind Lane allotments would be completed within a few days. Tree surgery on Blind Lane and Spixworth Road had been completed. Tyres on the Waterloo allotments had been removed.
5. Planning No objections were raised to extensions at 130 Old Norwich Road and 17 Abbey Close (revised)

6. Street Light Maintenance Contract The Clerk opened three sealed bids and after examining them the Council awarded a four year contact to T.T.Jones Ltd. in the sum of £1,064/year.

7. Transparency Code for Smaller Authorities The Clerk reported on this new legislation which requires a substantial amount of information to be posted regularly on a Council website. He felt that the free website provided by “parish pages” via Norfolk ALC was most appropriate and he was authorised to make the necessary arrangements. Once operational the present website would be discontinued.

9. Correspondence
Broadland DC had asked for all local Councils to support the NFU campaign to forbid the launching of “Chinese Lanterns” from public land. The Clerk was asked to write to St.Faiths Centre to ask them to co-operate by ensuring that this was a requirement for all hirers of the premises.  E-On had advised an increase in the un-metered supply charges for the street lighting and the Clerk said he would investigate alternative suppliers.

10. Clerk’s and Councillors’ Reports The Clerk said he would prefer that the Annual Parish Meeting be held before the April Council meeting on the 20th. commencing at 7.00 p.m. This was agreed and he was asked to put a notice in the Post Office in addition to the noticeboards. Rachel Scarff asked for the possibility of dogs being allowed on Horsham Park to be an agenda item for April. Concern was expressed by several members at the severe traffic congestion in Norwich Road during recent events held at Elm Farm and the Clerk was asked to write to Broadland and the Highways Authority to ensure that all conditions were being complied with and to check on the ownership of the wider verges.
