b) Police Report There were two recorded crimes in July and four in August.

c) County and District Council Reports Mr.Roper spoke of the screening application at East Farm which may result in a planning application at a future date. The County Council were still heavily engaged in the evaluation of budgets for 2016/2017 and the NDR work was due to start very soon.

d) Norwich Airport Committee Mr.Fidler had sent word to say that commissioning tests for the engine testing facility were likely to take place within the next week and the new radar system was now operational.

3. Minutes of the meeting on July 20th. were confirmed and signed

4. Reports by the Clerk The zip wire at Newton Park had got slack with use and Mr.Cushing would arrange to tighten it. The bin contract awarded to Scooper Dooper Services Ltd. for the Newton Park Bins was working satisfactorily and the Clerk was authorised to investigate cancellation of the Broadland contract for two other bins and add these to the new contract. The Clerk had obtained some indicative prices for swing safety surfacing and he would be discussing these with the play equipment inspector during his visit on Sept.25th. The Parish Council had been awarded £3,778.48 New Homes Bonus which related to the construction of one dwelling in Mill Street eleven at the Warren and four in Newton Close. The Clerk and Mr.Matthewson had inspected the allotments and letters had been sent to those who needed to bring their plots into cultivation. The Clerk was continuing his investigations into the costs of a public access de-fibrillator. NCC had confirmed that, after strong representations from the Parish Council,they would not be removing the memorial tree and seat at the junction of Old Norwich Road and Crown Road.

6. Donation In recognition of the grass cutting work carried out for a considerable time by Mr.J.Parker a donation of £100 was agreed to the St.Faiths Mission Room (s.137 LGA)

7. Newton Street – Lighting Column The Clerk reported that damage to the pole, lantern etc. had been drawn to his attention at least six weeks after the incident involving a passing lorry. Enquiries with the police and UK Power Networks had failed to determine the culprit and therefore no claim could be made. After some discussion it was agreed to accept a quotation from T.T.Jones Ltd. for £420+VAT to replace the column.

8. Audit The external auditor Mazars LLP found nothing requiring action by the Council

9. Cemetery Following a request to the Clerk the Council confirmed it’s policy of filling the Blind Lane cemetery progressively from the western end.

10. Bollards – Beck Lane The Council accepted the quotation for £100 from NCC for two bollards to protect the recently replaced lighting column and this would be put forward under the Parish Partnership Scheme for 50/50 funding.

11. Horsham Park Following a request from a parishioner, the Clerk was asked to bring the cost of a replacement goal net to the next meeting.

12. Correspondence The Clerk reported that he had received complaints from a resident concerning the neighbours dog which he had passed on to the police and another concerning late night fireworks which he had established were not contravening any regulations.
