a) Public participation
Mr.Peter Holness (verger) spoke of a potential visit by members of the church to the Abbey Sainte Foy de Conques in 2016 following the delegation from France who had been to St.Faiths in 2015 and asked whether the Parish Council would like to make contact with the civil authorities in Conques.

b)  Police Report None available

c) County and District Council Reports Cllr.Roper said that the start of the NDR was still hampered by a potential legal challenge. Budget discussions and consultations were still ongoing but he thought it likely there would be a small rise in the county precept. No firm planning proposals had been lodged for the large scale development north of Norwich which had already received outline permission but it now looked likely that the first phase could be adjacent to Old Catton.

d) Airport Committee Stuart Fidler reported that repairs to the engine testing facility were scheduled to start at the end of November. The new airport academy would start with courses at NVQ eventually rising to degree level. Air traffic to Amsterdam was up by 10% and it was possible there could be extra flights or larger aircraft.

3. Minutes of the October meeting were confirmed and signed.
4. Reports Kite flying notices for Newton Park had been ordered. Repainting the goal post and blocking the hedge gap at Horsham Park were work in progress. The Clerk had asked for sealed quotations for safety surfacing to be available for the December meeting.
5. Planning No objections were made to design revisions at plots 2 & 3 on land east of 55 Coltishall Lane.
6. Blind Lane Cemetery the Clerk had received a quotation for new hedging in the gaps at a cost of £173+VAT from Norse. The Council agreed to go ahead but only with slightly larger plants (0.9/1.2m) and the Clerk could confirm the order if the additional cost fell within his remit under financial regulations. The Council also accepted the quote from Norse (£80) to cut the hedge in the spring.
7. De-fibrillator The Medical Practice were prepared to have the unit mounted on the outside of St.Faiths surgery. The Clerk was authorised to go ahead with the purchase and liaise with the medical practice with regard to installation in conjunction with site improvements which would also need an electrical supply.
8. Norfolk Citizens Advice A request for financial assistance did not find support.
9. Finance Advisory Group The group would consist of Ray Wilks, Barry Coe, Melanie Rogers and Rachel Scarff to meet with the Clerk on Dec.14th. to analyse future expenditure predictions and recommend a precept level to the full council for consideration.
10. Correspondence A request from a resident for speed restrictions on Spixworth Road at the junction with Waterloo Road had been refused by NCC.

12. Clerk’s and Councillors’Reports The Clerk confirmed that Broadland DC no longer operated a leaf clearance squad in the autumn. Concern was expressed at the speed of vehicles between The Warren and Burrow Way and the Clerk was asked to write to NCC. The Clerk was asked to urge a response from Broadland with regard to the query on parking at Elm Farm. PJD Ltd. Had sent word that some low branches at Manor Road and Swan Green were inhibiting mowing. They were given authority to deal with the matter. A light was reported faulty in Abbey Road, branches overhanging in West Lane and hedges overhanging in Blind Lane. Broadland DC were investigating fly-tipping in New Holme Lane which contained identifiable material. The Clerk would investigate a dead tree adjacent to the churchyard on the path leading to the priory. The Council considered the suggestion of a visit by a delegate(s) to Conques in France and agreed in principle but no commitment was made until further details had been decided.
