b) Police Report The police report indicated that three minor crimes had been recorded during February. PC Dye asked for a further appeal for speedwatch volunteers to be published in the village.
c) County Council and District Council Reports Cllr.Roper confirmed that the County council tax would rise by 3.99% and the District rate would remain unchanged after drawing from reserves. The proposed devolution of powers to the eastern region was still under discussion.

3. Minutes of the February meeting were confirmed and signed

4. Reports The Clerk reported that Sanders Coaches would not be diverting any services from the A140 through the village. The allotment water taps at Blind Lane had been replaced to comply with current regulations. All allotments at the two sites were now let and all rents had been received. The street light outside Elm Farm should be replaced in the next few days.
5. Planning No objection was raised to the change of use of some airport land for the aviation museum due to the alignment of the NDR.

6. Safety Surfaces R.Wilks reported on his investigations in to the costs of laying rubber tiles on an aggregate base and said he felt that a budget figure of £5,500 per set of swings would need to be considered. Members felt that further investigation was required and the Clerk was asked to contact Norse to see if this fell within their sphere of operations.

7. Defibrillator Training The Clerk explained that the East of England Ambulance Service could provide a training course but this was more appropriate for a unit placed in private premises for the use of members. The Community Access unit in the village would be accessed following a 999 call and the decision whether it was needed would be taken by the Ambulance Service who would talk the caller through the situation. The Clerk was asked to explain this via “the Journal”.
8. Play Area Consultation the Council had received correspondence from a strategy consultant  who was preparing a possible planning application for part of the land in the site allocation off Manor Road asking whether additional informal/formal play space should be included. Members decided that a small site for informal play would be appropriate within any potential development.
9. Correspondence Broadland had confirmed that there had been no breach of planning conditions with regard to parking at Elm Farm. A copy of a letter from Mr.and Mrs.Hawley to Broadland Planning Dept. concerning farm traffic in Fairholme  Road was noted. The Clerk was asked to acknowledge the letter and re-iterate that this did not fall under the jurisdiction of the Parish Council. Notification of a neighbourhood plan being produced for Horsford had been received and no objections were raised.
