Public Participation Residents expressed opposition to an outline planning application in Mill Street. A request was made for the Council to consider a children’s cycle track on waste land at Horsham Park.
1. Chairman Mr.R.Cushing was re-elected as Chairman and signed the declaration of acceptance. Mrs.M.Rodgers was re-elected as vice-chairman.

4. Minutes of the meeting on April 18th. 2017 were confirmed and signed
5. Reports The Clerk reported that Mr.Hepple would be happy to strim around the gate and path near his own allotment as a volunteer. The Clerk would ask PJD Ltd. to quote for adding the allotment strimming to his contract. The Clerk confirmed that enquiries to the planning authority about work in Coltishall Lane and at the Black Swan had confirmed that all was in compliance with planning regulations.

6. Planning The council were unanimously opposed to partial demolition of Corner Cottage in Mill Street to facilitate sub-division of the plot for an additional dwelling. This was on the grounds of over-development of the plot and the hazards caused by eradication of existing parking spaces and poor exit visibility. The Council were also opposed to a fence at the Chalet, Mill Lane as being completely out of character with the street scene and causing visibility restrictions at the road junction.

7. Internal Audit had reported no errors in the financial records and procedures and a minor amendment to the minutes.

8. Annual Accounts a)The Chairman was authorised to sign the annual governance statement and b) The Council adopted the annual statement of accounts.

9. Tenders R.Wilks left the room for this item. Tenders in sealed envelopes from three companies for the work at the cemetery drive were opened and examined. After some discussion, one was eliminated and the other two companies would be asked to quote again with some alternative products and ensuring that there would be a true comparison of specifications. In the mean time the Clerk was authorised to fill out the necessary DCLG application to obtain permission to apply for a long term loan.

10. Correspondence The Post Office had written to seek views on their new location in Manor Road for the mobile office. The Council will repeat their view that it would be better sited at the Fairholme Road end of the village. Following suggestions for a rough cycle track at Horsham Park, the Clerk was asked to write to the landlord for permission and to contact the insurers to see if this had any effect on the policy.

12. Clerk’s and Councillors’ Reports J.Matthewson reported holes in Swan Green and PJD would be asked to fill with soil and seed. Cross keys close sign has still not been re-instated – clerk to chase BDC. A tree at Abbey Road was causing visibility problems – clerk to inform NCC. Flints were falling out of the church wall, R.Wilks would re-instate. Norse to be asked to mow more in to the corners of Horsham Park. The serious deterioration of the road surface in Hog Bog Lane would be referred to NCC. A sharp fall in the surface of the driveway entrance at Newton Park would be filled. The potential for raising the height of the swing seats in Horsham Park would be investigated. Street light failures, potholes and overhanging hedges were reported to the clerk for action.
