3. Minutes of the September meeting were confirmed and signed
4. Reports The Clerk reported that the cemetery drive project had been completed satisfactorily. Mrs.Medler had ‘phoned to say she was seeking advice from her land agent and solicitor on the use of part of Horsham Park for a cycle track. The hedge had been cut in West Lane and NCC had agreed to trim the tree suckers in Abbey Road. A letter from a resident in Beck Lane was received and it was decided to refer the matter of overhanging branches to NCC. The Clerk had authorised an additional grass cut due to the extended growing season.
5. Planning No objection was raised to an extension at 19 Beck Lane.

6. Street Lights The Clerk reported that he had received clarification from T.T.Jones Ltd. that the four columns listed in their report had only received minor impact damage and were not in need of immediate replacement. Root thickness on all the steel columns had been tested and all were satisfactory.

7. Street Light in Coltishall Lane A quotation for £195.00 + VAT from Cozens Ltd. to replace the defective lantern was accepted.

8. Churchyard Maintenance Mr.Wilks and Mr.Matthewson reported on their inspection and after some discussion it was decided to put the action required on the agenda for the next meeting.

9. Remembrance Day Wreath The Clerk confirmed that this had been ordered and Mr.Wilks would arrange for an ex-serviceman to lay it on behalf of the parish. The Council agreed to donate £40 to the RBL Poppy Appeal.

10. Correspondence Following a letter from the Fuel Allotment Trustees, the Council confirmed the nomination as a trustee of Dr.M.McBeth to replace Dr.Dalrymple who had moved from the area. The design of a small ashes plaque was approved for the cemetery. A report of garden rubbish being dumped on the allotments would be closely monitored.
