3. Minutes of the May meeting were confirmed and signed

4. Reports  The Clerk reported that he had been in touch with the manager of Norse regarding the cutting of Horsham Park and he would investigate.
5. Planning No objections were made to extensions at 132 Manor Road or the conversion of a building into a dwelling at 190 Manor Road
6. Lighting Inspection The Chairman and the Clerk reported on their visual inspection following the report by T.T.Jones Ltd. The Council accepted their recommendation that damaged columns in Abbey Close and Manor Road should be replaced and modern LED lanterns installed. Following a complaint from a resident the clerk would explain that the new white LED lanterns were gradually replacing the old yellow sodium lanterns which were now obsolete.
7. Parish Partnership Scheme NCC had confirmed that they would continue with this scheme for highway safety projects for 2019/20 and the Council was invited to bid.

8. Western Link the Council supported the idea of a link between the NDR and the A47 on which public consultation was being held.

9. Correspondence T.T.Jones (the Council’s lighting contractor) had written to explain that most of the Council street lights were now obsolete and could not always be repaired. In addition the existing sodium bulbs were being discontinued by the manufacturer and they would ultimately have to be replaced with LED lanterns.
