5. Planning No objection was raised to a chimney at 59 Coltishall Lane or to the change of use from agricultural to residential to erect a garage at 190 Manor Road.
The Council objected to a  potential change of conditions at Norwich Airport which would mean aviation related buildings could be used for general industrial use.
6. Greater Norwich Local Plan The Council made the following observations on additional sites put forward.

Land off the NDR (employment use) The Council was opposed stating that there were sufficient industrial estates in the area already and this would increase traffic in an already heavily congested area.




2021

Oak Tree Farm Spixworth Road (residential development)  The Council was opposed as this would be a settlement disconnected from the existing community.











2030

The Warren (residential development)The Council had no objection in principle but were concerned on the possible effect on school places and the ability for the school to expand. Also the village currently has poor public transport links to employment areas.






2141

Manor Road/Cromer Road (residential 20-40 dwellings) The Council had no objection in principle but concern was expressed at the effect on the Manor Road/A140 junction and the poor public transport links to employment areas.
