4. Reports The Clerk reported that he had installed a “no dogs” sign on the gate at Newton Park and the landlord at the Black Swan had relocated his A-boards to improve visibility at the junction. The allotment hedge on Blind Lane would be reduced in the autumn.
5. Planning the Council raised no objection to extensions at 39 Newton Street, 11 Waterloo Road and 106 Old Norwich Road. They objected strongly to the sub-division of the plot at 9 Fairholme Road and the proposed two storey dwelling. They felt that the size of the dwelling was totally out of keeping with the surrounding buildings which were predominantly bungalows and chalets and was over-development of the site.
