a) Public Participation None
b) Police Report Six incidents had been reported in August
c) NCC & BDC Reports Mr.Roper confirmed that the government had accepted the business case for the Western Link and funding had been secured. The planning process would now be started. Mayton Wood recycling site will be closing at the end of the year. Mrs,Holland said that BDC had grants available for home energy improvements. Plans were in hand for further amenities at Broadland Country Park at Horsford. BDC had bought ten dwellings for temporary accommodation to alleviate homelessness.
d) Norwich Airport Committee Cllr.Hegarty reported that airport traffic was now back to 70% of pre-pandemic levels but was not expected to be fully recovered until 2026. There were now fourteen destinations on offer. A new bus route connecting the airport with the city starts at The Nest and ends at Carrow Road.
